Lenz70, in partnership with Our Reading Tree, will host a Photographic Exhibition 
and Lenasia Writers’ Book Fair on Saturday, 5 July at the Trade Route Mall in Lenasia.  

The exhibition will showcase photographs of people and places in Lenasia over time 
taken by veteran photo-journalists Fakir Hassen, Paul Weinberg and Gopal 
Naransamy. Included in the exhibition will be a selection of photographs from the 
archives of the late ANC stalwart, Ahmed Kathrada. 

The exhibition will be on display for one month at the ground floor store opposite the 
Wimpy at Trade Route Mall.
